•	 At 2020FD we have our own in house design team, this means that we can control all of the materials that are involved in the production of our furniture from the start. We look to use 		
	 sustainable materials as much as we can.

•	 We think about the type of timber and foam that goes into our products. All of the timber we use is supplied by FSC labelled companies taking care of the world’s forests. 				  
	 Any foam waste returns back to the foam converters to produce chip foam that we can and do also use.

•	 We use the latest CAD software to design and lay out our product shapes to make the best savings on materials as much as we can keeping material waste as tight as possible.

•	 Staying away from Land Fill is one of our main priorities at 2020. At 2020FD we have invested in a furnace which uses all of our timber waste as fuel to heat the water and factory giving us 		
	 cleaner air and less Co2 emissions.

•	 We use a lot of fabric material at 2020 and although we nest our patterns the best way we can to produce the least waste possible we have off cuts, we help guide our clients to use materials 	
	 that are natural and compostable.

•	 Our in house marketing produces PDF brochures and price list which is constantly updated. The amount of printing we produce is extremely minimal.

•	 Where we can we try to make deliveries the most economical way possible to use as less fuel as possible. We also offer electric vehicles to our sales team reducing transport emissions.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS
	
General Maintenance:

Vacuum regularly to remove dust and grit.

Clean spills and stains quickly to prevent them setting in.

If being used in a spill / stain-prone area specify a stain repellent finish or Scotchgard treatment (additional charges 
may apply)

For appearance retention we recommend regular professional cleaning to give your furniture a longer life.

Natural Fabrics:

In addition to regular vacuuming, wool and other natural fibres can usually be cleaned using branded upholstery 
shampoo.
		
For a deeper clean, it’s best that wool be dry cleaned, as over wetting can cause shrinkage and change in appear-
ance. 	

Never apply bleach, ammonia, alkali or strong acids to wool upholstery.

Synthetic Fabrics:

Vacuuming is the best regular maintenance, followed by speed of action to remove spills and stains rapidly as soon 
as they occur.

Most synthetic fabrics can be wiped down with a water-soaked damp cloth without fear of damaging the fibre or 
removing the colour. Stubborn stains can be removed with upholstery shampoo.

Care of MFC / Laminates 

You should only need to use a clean, damp, non-abrasive cotton cloth, and a mild liquid detergent or household 
cleaner. Rinse when clean with water. Do not use too much water, especially near edges, as water can cause them to 
swell. Dry the surface with a soft, clean, non-abrasive cotton cloth.
